ENGLISH AS A SECOND LANGUAGE PROGRAM 
Our English As A Second Language Program was begun in the Fall of 1996. It is a program that has been carefully designed to help our international students adjust to the new culture of Texas, USA, and to help them to succeed in all of their studies. 

English Proficiency I (Engl 0411) is designed for Level 2 and 3 ESL students and will focus on English reading and listening skills, vocabulary, pronunciation, and writing. This class 

English Proficiency II (Engl 0412) is designed for Level 4 ESL students has been designed to improve English reading comprehension, speaking, note taking and writing, and to help ESL students raise their TOEFL scores. The primary emphasis of this course will be English grammar, mechanics and writing skills. A lab will strengthen the skills gained in class. 

All international students are required to take English 0411 in the first semester at Lon Morris and English 0412 in the second semester unless a student has a TOEFL score of 500 (paper based) or 173 (computer based) or above, or the student's writing evaluation indicates placement in English 0412 or 1301. Students who are enrolled in English 0411 may not be enrolled in English 1301, but students enrolled in Engl 0412 may take Engl 1301 simultaneously with the permission of the English Department Chairperson.

Again this is a very difficult illness to treat once it occurs and prevention is the most appropriate choice. The vaccine is effective for about 10 years and needs to be boosted at that interval. It is now common for older adults to develop Tetanus in the United States, as many adults do not receive the recommended 10-year boosters The Tetanus vaccine should be given in combination with the Diphtheria vaccine 
POLIOMYELITIS In the United States, Polio immunization is not routinely recommended for person's 18 years of age or older However, if travel to other parts of the world is planned, a physician should be contacted for specific recommendations

TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF ASSIGNMENT TO RESIDENCE LIFE
The purpose of Residence Life is to provide a safe and comfortable place to live while pursuing an education at Lon Morris College. This contract is not a rental agreement. It is instead a covenant between Lon Morris College and a student, wherein the student has the right to expect Lon Morris to supply adequate furnishings, a reasonably clean and quiet environment conducive to study and rest, and high regard for the safety of the students. The students, in turn, are expected to live by the terms of this contract as outlines below and by the code of conduct outlines in the Lon Morris Student Handbook. 

1. Each application for a room space must be accompanied by a $200.00 non-refundable room reservation fee.* Residents in all Residence Housing are responsible for damages to furniture, fixtures, alarms, walls, doors, windows, etc., and will be charged for any damage to said items at the time the damages is discovered. 
2. Students must supply their own bedding including: pillows, pillow cases, blankets, sheets, and bedspreads. Students must also furnish towels, shower curtains, waste baskets, irons, etc., all personal items and bathroom tissue. Most small electrical appliances are allowed but some require special deposits. The college is not responsible for loss by fire, theft or other causes in any Residence Hall. 
3. Assignments are made for the full semester and full payment is due in advance of taking occupancy. Moves made within the Hall must be approved by the Director of Campus Life. Moves made from one Hall to another must be approved by the Director of Campus Life 
4. All students living in any Residence Hall must participate in the Boarding Plan. 
5. Payment of Residence Hall fees covers occupancy from the official opening of the Hall until the posted closing time at the end of any semester, Thanksgiving Break, Spring Break, and Easter Break. Closing times for these breaks will be posted and each student will be notified. 
6. The college specifically reserves the right to: (a) Cancel or change any assignment in the interests of the resident group study conditions, enforcement of policies governing conduct and procedure, in the interests of health, sanitation, safety, in cases of recognizable emergency; (b) enter the quarters for inspection, cleaning, repairs or maintenance; (c) levy and collect, whenever necessary or practical, charges for improper conduct, damages to rooms or property, losses of equipment, extra equipment or permissible electrical appliances and failure to observe published policy and procedure. 
7. In the interest of health, safety, and the protection of property, keeping pets, possession or use of drugs or alcohol, use of tobacco products, possession of firearms, explosives (including firecrackers), or incense, gambling, roughhousing, and construction by residents are prohibited. The possession or use of kerosene, gasoline, benzene, naphtha, or any similar flammable substance is strictly prohibited. Areas immediately adjacent to the Hall may be used for bicycle storage but may not be used for sporting activities. 
8. Guests are welcome in the Residence Halls only at the time posted in the Hall. Separate hours are posted for opposite sex visitation. Overnight guest must obtain a guest pass from the Hall Director or other designated person. All guests are expected to adhere to the Lon Morris College rules and regulations, and a guest's behavior us the responsibility of their campus host/hostess. 
9. Food and drink are allowed in specific designated areas in each Hall. Cooking with an open flame is not allowed in or near any building. Small electrical cooking appliances (including microwaves) are acceptable if in good working order. 

10. Respect for the right of all students to have a safe and quiet environment in which to study and sleep demands that students are expected to maintain reasonable quiet at all times and absolute quiet during designated quiet hours. 
11. The College reserves the right to enter any room for routine room inspections, maintenance checks, when safety of the student is in question and/or when there is reasonable suspicion to believe that regulations of the school, the city, the state, or the country are being violated. 
* The housing application will not be processed without the $200.00 room reservation fee
